State Launches Tax Credit Program to
Spur Investments in Small Businesses

The Ohio Department of Development, in
collaboration with the Ohio Department of
Taxation, recently announced the launch of
InvestOhio, the highly -anticipated $100
million effort to spur investments in Ohio's
small businesses.

InvestOhio encourages investments of up to
$10 million in eligible small businesses in
exchange for a 10 percent income tax credit
for investments held for two years. Eligible
small businesses must have less than $50
million in assets or less than $10 million in
annual sales.

"With more than 900,000 small businesses
in Ohio, InvestOhio will help them get the
capital they need to create jobs," said Chris-
tiane Schmenk, Director of the Ohio De-
partment of Development. "We want to give
potential investors a reason to look at
Ohio's small business by making Ohio more
jobs -friendly."

InvestOhio will have atwo -phase applica-
tion process. To help guard against fraud,
both investors and small businesses will
register through the Ohio Business Gate-
way. The registration process will launch
November 14, 2011. An investment applica-
tion process will launch the first week of
December. This will allow all users to famil-
iarize themselves with this new program be-
fore the application process begins.

Over the next week and up to the December
application launch, the state is encouraging
interested small businesses and investors
to educate themselves on the program
rules, which can be found, along with help-
ful tutorials, at http://

What happened to Diversity
Bridge?

Whatever happened to the Columbus
Chamber of Commerceos
Touted as an economic development suc-
cess for the minority and female business
community by several Columbus City Coun-
cil members, the site appears not have been
maintained since July 2011. City Council
has passed two separate pieces of legisla-
tion to fund Diversity Bridge. The Colum-
bus Chamber received $68,000 in 2008. In
December of 2010, City Council allocated
an additional $50,000 of taxpayer dollars to
administer the website.

Have the minority and female business
community received a positive return from
the Cityds investment?
versity Bridge website: Diversity Bridge is a
one-stop gateway for businesses, service
providers, governmental agencies, educa-
tional institutions and community leaders.

The Diversity Bridge Web Portal saves you
time by directing you to the diverse resources
and opportunities that exist in the Greater
Columbus community.

In our examination of the web portal over
the past several months, we have observed
the following:

1 Only four calendar events were listed in
October and one event listed for Novem-
ber and December. Typically area ser-
vice providers posted upcoming events
sponsored by their non -profit organiza-
tions. lronically no Chamber events are
listed on the Diversity Bridge calendar.

1 There are no bid opportunities posted on
the website.

1 In 2011, only one member was profiled
on the site.

1 After April 2011, only five correspon-
dences were forwarded to Diversity
Bridge members: June 14, June 21,
June 26, July 6 and October 25. In
2009 and 2010, email blasts were for-
warded to Diversity Bridge users on a
weekly basis.

1 The site has approximately 600 minor-
ity, female and disadvantaged busi-
nesses listed in the business directory.

Put a Lien on It.

How can contractors get liens for work or materials provided?
When someone improves property and is not paid for the work or
materials provided, they are considered a creditor. Ohio law grants
that creditor a lien upon the improved property in the amount of the
unpaid billing. That is the simple concept behind Ohio's Mechanics
Lien Law.

The details of the simple concept of the mechanics lien can be com-
plex. Owners need to know how to avoid mechanics liens on their
property and how to eliminate liens once they are filed.

At the same time, parties who have provided improvements to real
property must understand the requirement for filing a lien in order
to maximize their chances of getting paid.

What is a "mechanics lien"? Ohio law provides contractors, labor-
ers and materialmen with mechanics lien claims to secure priority

in payment for the value of work performed and materials furnished

in constructing, improving, or repairing a building or other struc-

ture. A mechanics lien attaches to the land as well as buildings and
improvements to the land.

Who is entitled to file a mechanics lien? Ohio Revised Code
81311.02 provides a mechanics lien to contractors, laborers or ma-
terialmen who do work in furtherance of a contract to improve real
estate entered into with the property owner, a lessee or a general
contractor. In addition, mechanics liens can be obtained by archi-
tects, engineers, and demolition companies.

How does a claimant perfect its mechanics lien? In order to per-
fect a mechanics lien, the lien claimant must prepare and timely file

an affidavit with the county recorder in the county where the prop-

erty is located.

Ohio law details what the affidavit must state and provides time
limits for the mechanics lien claimants to file the affidavit of me-
chanics lien and to serve the affidavit upon the owner.

Disputes happen. No amount of planning can eliminate all possible
disputes. Owners and contractors alike should be well aware of the
provisions of the mechanics lien statute to ensure they take timely
action to protect their rights.

Because this is a complicated area of the law, legal assistance is of-

ten advisabl e. I f you cannot prepa
in house or have questions about doing so, make sure that you con-

sult with legal counsel.

"As we look at ways to cut red tape and remove barriers to doing
business in Ohio, we must look at the multiple certification proc-
esses. Minority businesses spend more time filling out certification
paperwork than getting business and creating jobs," said Rep. Alicia
Reece, who is on the Small Business and Economic Development
Committee.
