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Celebrate Black History Month 

 
Carter G. Woodson, born to former slaves, spent his childhood 
working in coal mines in Kentucky.  He enrolled in high school at 
the age of 20.  He completed high school in two years. Woodson 
went on to earn a PhD. from Harvard University.  Disturbed to find 
that history books grossly ignored the Black population and its con-
tributions,  
 
He decided to take on the challenge of writing Black Americans into 
the nation's history. Woodson established the Association for the 
Study of Negro Life and History (now called the Association for the 
Study of Afro-American Life and History) in 1915 and a year later 
founded the widely respected Journal of Negro History. In 1926, he 
launched Negro History Week as an initiative to bring national at-
tention to the contributions of Black people throughout American 
history. 
 
Woodson chose the second week of February for Negro History Week 

because it marks the birthdays of two men who greatly influenced 
the black American population, Frederick Douglass and Abraham 
Lincoln. However, February has much more than Douglass and Lin-
coln to show for its significance in American history. For example 
 
February 23, 1868: W. E. B. DuBois, important civil rights leader 
and co-founder of the NAACP, was born. 
 
February 3, 1870: The 15th Amendment was passed, granting 
Blacks the right to vote. 

February 25, 1870: The first Black U.S. senator, Hiram R. Revels 
(1822-1901), took his oath of office. 

February 12, 1909: The National Association for the Advancement 
of Colored People (NAACP) was founded by a group of concerned 
Black and white citizens in New York City. 

February 1, 1960: In what would become a civil-rights movement 
milestone, a group of Black Greensboro, N.C., college students be-
gan a sit-in at a segregated Woolworth's lunch counter. 

February 21, 1965: Malcolm X, the militant leader who promoted 
Black Nationalism, was shot to death by three Black Muslims.

State Public Notice Website Targeted for February 
Launch 

 

Beginning in early February, courts, judges or clerks required by 
the Ohio Revised Code to publish public notices multiple times in a 
newspaper will be able to turn to a free statewide website as an al-
ternative. 
 
The most recent state budget bill charged the state's Office of Infor-
mation Technology with creating a state public notice website. 
 
New Ohio Revised Code section 7.16 allows a state agency or politi-
cal subdivision, after initially publishing the notice in full in a gen-
eral circulation newspaper, to subsequently publish an 
"abbreviated" notice in the newspaper if the notice directs the public 
to the full notice on the state public notice website. Supreme Court 
staff has identified about a dozen instances in statute that require 
multiple notices by courts, judges or clerks. 

 
The OIT notes that users will need to register with the Ohio Busi-
ness Gateway and establish an online account to use the state pub-
lic notice website. OIT launched an informational version of the 
state public notice website on January 18. Go to PublicNo-
tice.Ohio.gov to access the site. 

Get a professional email address 

 
Using a “personalized” email address that in-
corporates your domain name is usually 
much better than a generic email address, for 
example john@johnsmith.com instead of 
john235@gmail.com.  
 
If you haven‟t  purchased a domain name, 
you should.  If you're still using an email ad-
dress from Google, Yahoo!, Hotmail or your 
cable provider, make the switch now! You don't have to wait until 
you have a website set up to get a more professional email address. 
Setting up your personalized email is easy!  
 
Here are some of the top reasons why you should make use of your 
domain name now and create a personalized email: 
 
1. Giving someone your email address with a personalized domain 

adds a level of professionalism and memorability to their percep-
tion of you. 

 
2. Instant marketing kudos for giving people the heads up on what 

you do – without having to add that tag line every time you intro-
duce yourself in an email. Now if you get yourself a website, 
you've got your website bookmarked in their thoughts already. 
 

3. Segment your contacts. Begin your way up the ladder to making 
use of email marketing – even without a website. For instance: 
news@johnsmith.com, facebook@johnsmith.com, 
blog@johnsmith.com, etc. 
 

4. Email forwarding. You don't have to give up that familiar email

How to Respond to a Debt Collection Lawsuit  
 
By Ambrose Moses, III 

 
Today, many people, including small 
business owners, are receiving “court 
papers” related to credit cards, loans, 
and other debts.  If you find yourself 
in this situation, what should you 
do? 
 
According to Linda Cook of the Ohio 
Poverty Law Center, you need to re-
spond to the lawsuit.  You cannot 
avoid the debt or liability by doing 
nothing. If you do not respond to the 
lawsuit, your creditor can get a de-
fault judgment against you. A default judgment allows the creditor 
to win in court simply because you were not there to defend your-
self.  If the debt collector receives a default judgment, it will be able 
to collect as much money as it asked for in the lawsuit. This could 
lead to your wages or bank account being garnished, or a lien being 
put on your property.  
 
Get legal advice.  Talk to a lawyer.  If you can‟t afford the full cost of 
a lawyer, contact your local legal aid society.  Research and get as 
much information, guidance, or legal coaching as you can. 
Before preparing your response, read the court papers carefully. If 
you are being sued by someone other than the original creditor, 
there are some common issues to be aware of and bring to the 
court‟s attention.   
 
 A debt collector must prove that it actually owns your debt. If 

someone other than your original creditor sues you, it has to 
prove that it bought your debt and owns it at the time the legal 
action is filed against you. Without such proof, it does not have a 
valid claim against you. 
 

 A debt buyer must produce your original credit agreement in 
court. The agreement must be the one that you agreed to and 
signed. If a collector sues you, look at the agreement it produces. 
If it is not the original agreement, then the debt buyer may not 
be able to get a judgment that includes fees and interest. 
 

 Your debt may be too old to be collected. In Ohio, for example, 
debt collectors generally have six years to take action against 
you on credit card debt. The six years starts to run from the date 
of your last payment. Sometimes, however, collectors will still try 
to sue you even after the time to bring action has expired. If the 
time limit on collection has expired, the collector no longer has a 
valid claim.  
 

 Someone else may have incurred the debt. You are only liable for 
your own debts (unless you co-signed on the loan or credit 
agreement for someone else). If someone forged your name and 
accumulated debt under your name, you are not liable for that

PACT: Community Empowerment or 
Smoke and Mirrors  

 

On January 26, 2012 the Alumni Association of the Ray Miller In-
stitute for Change and Leadership (RMICL) hosted a Town Hall 
meeting at the African American and African Studies Community 
Extension Center at The Ohio State University to discuss PACT and 
its machinations.  
 
Partners Achieving Community Transformation (PACT), a partner-
ship between the city of Columbus, The Ohio State University, and 
the Columbus Metropolitan Housing Authority (CMHA) was pur-
portedly formed to create a healthy, financially and environmentally 
sustainable community where residents have access to safe and af-
fordable housing, quality healthcare and education, and viable em-
ployment prospects on the Near Eastside. 
 
The Town Hall meeting was prompted by an event on January 8, 
2012 called the „Launch.‟ Held in East High School‟s auditorium, 
the purpose of the „Launch‟ was to: a) share the vision, goals and 
timeline of PACT with a broad community of stakeholders; b) pre-
sent data collected during community conversations; c) explain the 
intricacies of developing a master plan for community investment; 
and d) inspire community residents about the possibilities that exist 
when local partners invest in and enhance a neighborhood. 
 
Sadly, the „Launch‟ turned into a most embarrassing occasion for 
many in attendance. Several longtime residents remarked that some 
of the speakers behaved in a manner inappropriate for the reason 
they were called together. „The Launch‟ was the latest of numerous 
concerns expressed by many Near Eastside residents regarding 
PACT‟s plans. Urged by some of the area‟s older residents to exhibit 
a greater presence in the affairs of the Near Eastside, the Alumni 
Association took it upon itself to hold a Town Hall meeting that of-
fered those who have felt marginalized from the PACT process an 
opportunity to express themselves in an open forum. 
 
Moderated by State Senator Charleta Tavares, the Town Hall meet-
ing attracted ninety attendees. The audience was a mixture of those 
who work, play, attend school, worship and live on the Near East 
side. During the two hour event the concerns most often expressed 
were insufficient input from those most impacted by PACT‟s plans; 
no consideration of the area‟s storied history; committees not repre-
sentative of the neighborhood‟s socio-economic make-up and no 
thought to how PACT‟s plans will adversely impact the community

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debt. 
 

If you lose your case in court, the creditor 
cannot take all of your money.  There are 
only certain assets that a creditor can reach 
when collecting on a debt with a court or-
der. Under Ohio law, a court order gives the 
creditor the right to collect money by gar-
nishing your wages or your bank account, 
putting a lien on your real property or seiz-
ing your personal property. Creditors can-
not garnish anything without such a court 
order or a judgment against you. 
 
There are some exemptions to this general 
principle that creditors can garnish your 
income. A certain portion of each weekly 
take-home pay cannot be garnished at all. 
Additionally, Social Security payments, 
Supplemental Security Income, and vet-
eran‟s benefits are typically exempted from 
garnishment. An important exception to 
this is that federal agencies collecting debts 
owed to the United States can seize part of 
these benefits. State-administered benefits 
are also exempt from garnishment. 
 
You may also be “judgment-proof.” This 
means that your income is exempt from 
garnishment and you do not have any as-
sets that can be seized by creditors and 
sold to pay your debt. For example, if your 
only income is from Social Security and you 
do not own a car worth more than $3,450 
(the exempted limit for personal property), 
then your creditors may sue you, but they 
will not be able to take any of your property 
or assets to collect your debt. 
The point is to be responsive to the lawsuit.  
Take steps to know your legal rights and 
assert them to protect yourself and your 
assets.
